Guidelines and Grading Criteria

Guidelines for PowerPoint Presentations
· 10-15 slides, including Works Cited (References)

· 12- to 15- minute presentation of slides (including Q&A)

· You may elect one member to present all the slides, or each member presents his/her section of the slides

Guidelines for the Final Paper (Word document)

· Only one paper per group to be submitted electronically (email to c2king@bridgew.edu )

· 6-8 pages, 1 ½ line spacing, 12 font, regular margins

· Provide subtitles for each section – they make reading your paper a lot easier 

· Ex. of subtitles: I. Background Information, II. The Conspiracy Theory, III. Contra-Conspiracy Theory, IV. Our Side (choose conspiracy or contra-conspiracy), V. Conclusion, VI. References)

· Follow correct format for citing and listing references (Here’s a link about citing references from BSC Library: http://www.bridgew.edu/Library/pdf/mla_style.pdf  )
· Your final paper is due on the last day of presentations 
Grading Criteria
Your grade will be the group grade times an individual effort factor (equal or less than 1.0). Ideally all team members will contribute equally. 
The group grade will be based on: 
1. Written report (60 %) 

· Organization, clarity, and completeness. 

· Spelling and grammar

· References 

2. Oral presentation (40%) 

· Organization, clarity, and completeness 

The individual effort factor will be based on: 

1. Self grade - specify your main responsibility and contribution to the proposal. 

2. Peer grade – based on number of times your peer attended meetings and met deadlines. 

3. Instructor grade - attendance and participation during in-class team meetings. 
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
