Course description:
                          The first semester of a two-semester sequence of courses designed for students requiring a yearlong study in chemistry. It satisfies a Core Distribution requirement (science with lab). 
The fundamental principles of chemistry are presented: atomic and molecular structure,chemical bonding, chemical reactivity (with an emphasis on acid-base reactions) solutions and quantitative analysis. No prior chemistry required, although high school algebra is helpful.

Course outcomes:
Upon completion of this course, students will:
· Have aquired an understanding of the fundamental principles of chemistry
· Have develop quantitative problem solving and critical thinking skills as applied to scientific problems
· Have applied chemical principles in a laboratory setting
