TESOL Frequently Asked Questions

Is the certificate program just for licensed K-12 teachers?

The certificate is for anyone who can meet the admission requirements. It isn’t limited to k-12 teachers.

I was wondering if classes are offered primarily at night. 

All of our courses are either in the evening or online.

Do you have to take a certain number of credits each semester, or can you take one course at a time?

You can take one course a semester. For graduate students, 3 courses are considered a full load.

Are any of the courses online or hybrid? 

Yes, if you go to InfoBear, and look for the courses, any section with a W is 100% online, those with a Y or X are hybrid.

There are two licenses in ESL in Massachusetts. One is for Grades PreK-6, and the other is for grades 5-12. Which license you get is up to you, you can apply for only one, and if you successfully complete the program, the required MTELs, and the practicum in an appropriate public school setting, then you will earn that license.
