Transportation: Getting to and from Plymouth, Massachusetts
By Air

Book your flights into Logan International Airport, Boston, Massachusetts.  Logan is about 50 miles away from Plymouth.  For information about airlines serving Logan Airport, parking, ground transportation, and other things, consult the airport website at www.massport.com/logan .  
Ground transportation from Logan Airport and South Station, Boston

Ground transportation from Logan Airport to Plymouth is available by bus or commuter rail.  There is a direct bus service (Plymouth & Brockton Street Railway Co.) connecting Logan Airport with Plymouth that operates on the hour.  See the company’s website for bus schedules at www.p-b.com .  The bus depot in Plymouth is at Exit 5 on Route 3 South, about three miles from the hotel.  Transportation from the depot to the conference hotel will be available by taxi at the Exit 5 depot (call Mayflower Taxi 508-746-7887).  Conference participants can also get to Plymouth from Boston’s South Station via commuter rail (the Massachusetts Bay Transportation Authority, aka “MBTA”, or simply the “T”).  Please be aware, however, that train service to Plymouth is irregular.  See the train schedule on the MBTA website at www.mbta.com .
By Automobile
From the North (NE Massachusetts; New Hampshire, Maine, Maritimes)
1.  Take I-93 South through Boston and follow it to the “Braintree split”; follow signs to Route 3 South (“Cape Cod”).  

2.  Follow Route 3 South to Exit 6A Plymouth Center and merge onto Route 44 East (also called Samoset Street).  Follow Samoset Street all the way to the Rotary at Water Street; follow it around to the left, proceeding on Water Street North.
3.  The sign for the Radisson Hotel will be on your left; turn left just past the Crow’s Nest Restaurant for the hotel driveway.  The hotel address is 180 Water Street N., Plymouth.
From the Northwest (Western Massachusetts, Vermont, Ontario and Quebec)
1.  Take I-90 East to Exit 14/15 Waltham, Massachusetts.  Follow I-95 (also called Route 128) South to Dedham, where it merges in I-93 North (Boston).  (Don’t follow I-95 Providence).  Stay on I-93 North until you come to the “Braintree split,” where Route 3 South splits off (to Cape Cod).  Follow Route 3 South.  Continue with #2 above.

From the West (downstate New York, southern Connecticut, Rhode Island)

* Take I-95 West to Providence, RI.  Take Exit 20 and follow I-195 east toward Massachusetts.  Follow I-195 to its end in Wareham; take Route 25 South to its end at Route 6A North.  Follow Route 6A North to the Sagamore Rotary, taking Route 3 North to Plymouth.  Follow Route 3 North to Exit 6A.  Continue with #2 above.
