January/February 
Make application to SEAS (through your department) for student teaching.
Complete one page questionnaire obtain questionnaire from website.
Send letter or email of support (faculty recommendation) to Dr. MacMillan at rmacmillan@bridgew.edu.
Early February 

Obtain application exchange from Office of Study Abroad.
Mid February
Once accepted by SEAS (Dr. MacMillan) to do the international experience complete the Office of Study Abroad’s Checklist Packet (medical information, emergency contact numbers, CORI etc.).
